OHIO BREEDING BIRD ATLAS Il (OBBAII). Are you aware you can help collect data for bird conservation efforts across
the state? NO MATTER WHAT YOUR EXPERIENCE LEVEL MAY BE, one way you can help is to become a data
collection volunteer for the Ohio Breeding Bird Atlas Il. It has been almost 25 years since the completion of Ohiois first
breeding bird atlas. Like the first atlas, OBBAIl allows you to contribute information necessary for the effective
conservation of Ohiois birds. The survey will document current distribution and conservation of breeding birds in Ohio,
examine changes in distribution of breeding birds in Ohio over the last 25 years, provide statewide measures of bird
abundance, identify important areas that support high bird diversity and species of concern, engage bird enthusiasts of all
experience levels, and heighten public awareness of birds in Ohio. You can register by mail, phone, or online. Sign up for
specific blocks, and record birds in the field during 2010 and 2011. Were you aware you do not have to take an entire
block, but that you can submit information from your backyard, local parks, or some habitat that you frequent? Contact
Ohio Breeding Bird Atlas Il, School of Environment and Natural Resources, The Ohio State University, 614-247-6458,
www.ohiobirds.org/obba2/ for more info.
